Find a 
man named Jesse who lives there, for I have selected one 
of his sons to be my king.”

2 But Samuel asked, “How can I do that? If Saul hears 
about it, he will kill me.”

“Take a heifer with you,” the Lord replied, “and say that 
you have come to make a sacrifice to the Lord. 3 Invite 
Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you which of his 
sons to anoint for me.”

4 So Samuel did as the Lord instructed. When he arrived 
at Bethlehem, the elders of the town came trembling to 
meet him. “What’s wrong?” they asked. “Do you come in 
peace?”

5 “Yes,” Samuel replied. “I have come to sacrifice to 
the Lord. Purify yourselves and come with me to the 
sacrifice.” Then Samuel performed the purification rite 
for Jesse and his sons and invited them to the sacrifice, 
too.

Let’s Learn More!
Saul was the first king of Israel. The prophet Samuel had 
anointed him and supported him during his reign. But 
Saul disobeyed God, and God decided there must be a new 
king.

Samuel cared about Saul. He had been with Saul when he first 
became king, and Samuel was upset that God had decided 
there must be a new king.

Maybe Samuel felt like King Saul deserved another chance, 
but he didn’t let his feelings stop him from following God’s 
instructions.

Anointing a new king was also dangerous, but Samuel chose 
to trust and obey God by going to Jesse’s house. Samuel didn’t 
know which of Jesse’s sons would be the new king, but he 
chose to trust that God was in control.

How do you think you would have responded to 
God if you were in Samuel’s place?
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Live it Out! 
God created us with so many emotions! Our emotions 
are good, and it’s healthy to share them with others. 

But it’s also important to remember that we control 
our emotions; they don’t control us.

In the Bible story from 1 Samuel 16, the prophet Samuel was 
upset. it wasn’t wrong for Samuel to be sad, but after a while 
God told Samuel he’d been sad for long enough. God wasn’t 
mad at Samuel, but He wanted him to control his emotions 
and trust God’s plan.

Think about the emotions you have felt this week. Circle 
numbers below based on how strong each emotion is.

John grew up in England. He was eight years old when his dad 
visited the United States to attend some special church services. 
His dad was amazed by what he saw and heard and he wanted 
to bring his whole family to the United States one day. When he 
came home, he gave John a $1 bill. He said that every time John 
looked at it, he should ask God to provide a way for his family 
to go to the United States. John didn’t care that much about 
visiting the United States, but it sounded like it would be a fun 
adventure. 

Several years passed, but they could never afford the trip as a 
family. John lost the $1 bill many times, but whenever he found 
it again, he would remember what it meant and ask God to 
answer his prayer. Twelve years passed before John finally got 
his chance to visit the United States. 

John has now have lived in the United States for ten years. 
Looking back on his story, it’s easy to see how God was in control 
the whole time. His dad’s dream and that $1 bill were part of 
God’s plan for John’s life. Whenever life in the United States is 
difficult, John can remember that God is in control. He can look 
back and see how God has led him to this point.

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Let’s Learn More!
If you have brothers and sisters, you probably know 
what it’s like to fight for control of the TV remote. It’s 
fun to have the power to decide what other people will 
watch, but it’s frustrating when someone else gets to 
choose. What happens when an adult walks in the room? 
They are in charge, so they automatically get the remote. The 
one with the most authority or control gets to make decisions 
for everyone else. 

It’s fun to be in control—to do whatever we want, eat 
whatever we want, or watch whatever we want. Many 
people live their whole life fighting to stay in control and do 
whatever they want. But eventually everyone realizes they 
can’t control everything. As Christians, we know God is in 
charge, and we choose to do what He says. We might like 
making our own decisions based on what we feel, but instead 
we surrender to God. We give Him control of our life, because 
we trust that God knows what’s best!

Learning to trust God doesn’t happen overnight. Even 
adults sometimes struggle to trust God. One way to find 

out how well we’re trusting God is to check our emotions. 
If we feel sad and worried a lot, maybe we aren’t trusting 

God enough. If we feel peaceful or excited about the future, 
maybe that means we realize God is in control. Over the next 
six days, keep track of how you’re feeling.

Our emotions are an important part of who we are! 
We’re created to be like God. Did you know God has 
emotions too? There are times in the Bible when He was 
happy, sad, and angry. There’s even a story about Jesus 
crying. It’s good to show our emotions in healthy ways. We 
should never be afraid or ashamed to share our emotions.

Most of all, God wants us to share our emotions with Him! 
When we pray, we can tell Him how we’re feeling. God 
wants us to tell Him when we’re happy or excited and when 
we’re sad or afraid. God can help us deal with our emotions, 
especially if they’re keeping us from following Him.
